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· Overview: 


CONTRAC2 allows the printing of reports to an ASCII Text File (Disk File).  These files can then be copied to diskette and imported into Word Processing or Spread Sheet software on another machine.
· Process:

1) From any menu enter "P" for selection.  This will display the printer options.  Select the option labeled "ASCII Text File".  The system will then ask for a file name.  Enter a name of your choice and make a note of it. Note the complete path name that will be displayed. An example might be “C:\compu\DATA1\REPORT.TXT”. Any reports that you print to the printer from this point forward will go to this file.

2) Print the report(s) you want to transfer.

3) From any menu enter "O" for selection.  This will ask you for the program you want to run.  Enter "OS".  This will take you to the Unix operating system prompt ($).

4) Insert a DOS formatted diskette into the main Unix computer.  Type in the following command to copy the file to diskette:

a. doscp  filename  A:  
b. Where filename is the name of the file you entered in step 1 above (it will be in uppercase letters and have either a .UF or .TXT extension).You can then use the Copy command to copy the file off the diskette to another system:

5) Type exit to get back to the Contrac2 menu.  Remember to reselect your printer by entering "P" for selection at a Contrac2 menu; otherwise anything you print will continue to print to your ASCII file. You can then use the regular DOS Copy command to copy the file off the diskette to another system.

Anyone who needs to export CONTRAC2 data often should really consider getting the C2CONNECT package.
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
