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Overview:

Callahan-Roach and Collier are the suppliers of a Flat Rate Pricing Method.  They have developed a Price Book that is based on Repair/Installation Tasks and their associated materials required to complete the tasks.  It also includes suggested Sell and Cost prices.

To eliminate the tremendous amount of time (and potential entry errors) in manually entering this information into the CONTRAC2 system, the Callahan-Roach/Collier Interface was developed.  

Callahan-Roach/Collier can provide this information on diskette that can then be loaded into the CONTRAC2 system.  Through a series of conversion programs the files are merged into the CONTRAC2 Part Master and Part Bill of Materials files.  This means that any existing Parts or Part Bill of Materials that have been previously set up will not be lost; however, if there are any duplicates, the Callahan-Roach/Collier Part or Part Bill of Material will not be added.

Requirements:
-
Callahan-Roach/Collier Price Book on diskette.

CONTRAC2 release 7.0 or greater

-
CONTRAC2/Callahan-Roach/Collier Interface programs

-
5mb of contiguous free disk space.

Installation Instructions:
Install the CONTRAC2/Callahan-Roach/Collier Interface programs into the appropriate directory as follows:

UNIX

/compu/PROGS

Windows
\compu\progs

1. The programs and files to be installed are: CR10, CR20, CR30, CR31, CR31.SN, CRTASK.TB and CRBOM.TB.

2. Add the CRTASK and CRBOM files to the users Data Dictionary using the AMCVTB utility.

3. Use the Create/Expand/Contract File utility to build the CRTASK and CRBOM files to hold 10000 records each.

4. Make sure the PART and PARTBOM files are built large enough to hold 10000 additional records.  If not, expand these files.

Completing the Conversion:
Callahan-Roach/Collier supplies two files for transfer to CONTRAC2 on DOS diskette:

filename1.DAT 
contains a list of repair tasks, total sell, and total cost prices.

filename2.DAT 
contains the Bill of Materials that make up these repair tasks.

(File Layouts are attached for these files).

The DOS command DIR A: will show what your files are called.  Copy these files to your system as follows:

UNIX
doscp A:filename1.DAT /compu/DATA

Windows
copy A:*.* \compu\data

NOTE:
Please be sure to read all of the following instructions BEFORE running the conversion programs.  Take special note of the default values used in creating the PART master records.

Now you are ready to run the CONTRAC2/Callahan-Roach/Collier Interface programs.

1. Run CR10 which adds the data contained in filename1.DAT to the CRTASK file.  Answer "N" to PRINT PROGRAMMER INSTRUCTIONS.  The program will ask for the disk file name. Make sure the file name ends with 1.DAT.  You may want to preview some records prior to updating to make sure that the data is in the correct byte positions.  You can check the data by entering the record numbers.  The program will display the field name along with the data element in that field.  Check various records from 1 to 1000 to see that the data looks OK.  When you are convinced that the data is in good shape, choose the "P" option to process this file.  All records from filename1.DAT will be moved to CRTASK.

2. Run CR20 which adds the data contained in filename2.DAT to the CRBOM file. The operating instructions are the same as CR10.

3. If there are any problems during the running of CR10 or CR20 you can correct the problem and rerun. These programs initialize the CRTASK and CRBOM files when then start.


NOTE:
Prior to completing the next steps, you should either do a Data backup or make copies of the PART and PARTBOM files.

4. Run CR30/CR31 which will create/update PART and PARTBOM records from the CRBOM and CRTASK files.  CR30/CR31 allows many options:

Add Records - Task:


-
Y answer creates PARTBOM records for:



A labor hours record from the hours in the repair task



One record for each material item in the parts list.


-
N answer will cause the update to NOT create PARTBOM records.

Add Records - Part:


A "Y" answer creates one part records for:

             Each Repair task

             Each Bill of material for this task


A "N" answer will cause the update to NOT create PART records.

Product Groups - Task:


Enter the Product Group # that will be assigned to the PART records for the tasks. At this time this entry is NOT validated against the Product Group file.

Product Groups - Material:


Enter the Product Group # that will be assigned to the PART records for the items that make up the task (that are NOT labor). At this time this entry is NOT validated against the Product Group file.

Product Group - Update:


Enter "Y" to have the update change the Product Group on existing parts to the Task or Material Product Group entered on this screen.


Enter "N" to have the update leave the Product Group as is on existing parts.

Tax Flag - Task:


Enter "Y" to make the task taxable.


Enter "N" to flag the task as non-taxable.

Tax Flag - Material:


Enter "Y" to make the material items on a task taxable.


Enter "N" to flag the material items as non-taxable.

Add Labor to Task:


Enter "Y" to have Labor added onto the task (add PARTBOM records). The system will ask for the Labor Part Number and Labor Skip Flag if this field is "Y".


Enter "N" to NOT have Labor added into the tasks. The system will NOT ask for the Labor Part Number of the Labor Skip Flag in this case.

Labor Part Number:


Enter the Part Number to be used for the Labor that will be added onto the tasks. The system only asks for this if the Add Labor to Task field is "Y". At this time this Part Number is NOT validated in the Part Master file.

Starting Repair Number:


Enter the Starting Callahan-Roach/Collier Repair Number that you want to import into CONTRAC2. This entry is not validated at this time.

Ending Repair Number:


Enter the Ending Callahan-Roach/Collier Repair Number that you want to import into CONTRAC2. This entry is not validated at this time.

Skip Flag - Material:


Enter "N" to set the Skip flag in the PARTBOM file for material lines to be "N". This means the material lines WILL get added to the Work Order. (Typical)


Enter "Y" to set the Skip flag in the PARTBOM file for material lines to be "Y". This means that the material lines will NOT get added to the Work Order.

Skip Flag - Labor:


Enter "N" to set the Skip flag in the PARTBOM file for labor lines to be "N". This means the labor lines WILL get added to the Work Order. 


Enter "Y" to set the Skip flag in the PARTBOM file for labor lines to be "Y". This means that the labor lines will NOT get added to the Work Order.

Markup Table (Enter 0 to calculate from Repair Sell Price):


The unit sell price is not contained in the Callahan-Roach/Collier database.  We can derive a price in one of two ways.  


The first (and most common) is to use a markup table to determine the sell price from the cost. This option interfaces with the CONTRAC2 markup file which contains up to 8 different markup factors depending on the unit cost of the item.  


The second (and more obscure) option is to use the parts sale price as contained in the repair task as the basis for the unit sell prices for each item.  The system figures the extended cost for each material item in the task and computes the total cost.  It then takes the ratio of the total cost of the item divided by the total cost of the repair task, and multiplies this by the parts sale to determine the total sell price for this material item.  It then divides the total sell price for this material item by the quantity to determine the unit sell price for this item.  


NOTE:
This option can cause some differences in sell prices when an item is used by more than one task.

Update Last & Standard Costs:


Enter "Y" to update the Last and Standard Cost fields in the Part Master with the Callahan/Collier part cost.


Enter "N" to leave the Last and Standard Costs as is.

Send Output to Printer:


Enter "Y" to print the update report to your selected printer.


Enter "N" to display the update report to your screen.

Is this Information Correct:


A "Y" answer will continue processing with the current options.


A "N" answer will allow the operator to re‑enter the options.


An "E" answer will cause the program to end without updating.

The printed output contains the following:

     For the repair task (the first line in the set)

     Group,  Brand,  Repair number,  Time (hours), Labor Cost, Labor Sale

     Parts Cost, Parts Sale, Sales Tax, Total Cost, Total Sale

     For the Material Records (the second to end of the set)

     Group, Brand, Vendor Code, Vendor Part, Description of part,

     Quantity, Part unit cost, Extended Cost, Unit Sell, Extended Sell.

NOTE:
Unit sell and extended sell are calculated based on one of the two methods described in the markup table prompt.

Note that the VENDOR PART NUMBER in the Part Master file will get set to the Callahan-Roach/Collier Part Number.

You can now run the LIST option from the Bill of Material file on the Inventory Control Menu to compare the CONTRAC2 bill of material to the Callahan-Roach/Collier bill of material.
