Installing CCPCLTool

This tool will convert PCL files (the files generated by Compusource’s forms package) to PDF files. This will ONLY work on UBL running under Windows. UBL running under Unix you must use continue to use pcl2pdf.
1. You should take out the latest Utilities, Email Package and Fax Package. The program needed (with their revision) are:

a. Email Package
i. EMPRT (1.00.08)

ii. EMSEND (1.00.19)

b. Utilities

i. CQ (6.10.03)

ii. PRTCLOSE (6.10.09)

iii. TXT2PDF (6.10.0)

c. Fax Package

i. PCL2PDF (2.01.03) [this program is only used for converting overlays]

2. Get the latest version of CCPCLTool

a. The zip file for the install is here: \\Compurnd\Setup\CCPCLTool\CCPCLTool.zip (also located on the website in the FTP\PDF folder)
b. Download the zip file in the UTIL directory (ex: C:\Compu\UTIL)

c. Extract the zip file into a CCPCLTool directory. (ex: C:\Compu\UTIL\CCPCLTool)

d. When you are done, you will have a CCPCLTool directory under UTIL, that directory will have CCPCLTool.exe, five .DLL programs, and a ‘fonts’ directory.
3. Create a PCLTOOLPATH.INI file (using PAGEDIT) in the customers MODS directory that has one line that has the full path name of the new CCPCLTool.exe program. For example: 

"C:\Compu\UTIL\CCPCLTool\CCPCLTool.exe"
a. The quotes signs are necessary if the path contains any spaces, and they will not cause a problem if it doesn’t.

4.  If you are running on a new version of Windows server, you will have to turn off Data Execution Prevention (DEP) for CCPCLTool. To do this do the following:
a. Click "Start"
b. Select "Control Panel"
c. Select "System"
d. Click the "Advanced" tab
e. In the "Performance" region select "Settings"
f. Click the "Data Execute" tab in the dialog box that opens
g. Select "Turn on DEP for all programs and services except for those I select"
h. Click "Add"

i. The open dialog box will open. Browse to the UTIL folder and select the “C:\Compu\UTIL\CCPCLTool\CCPCLTool.exe” application in your computer, 
j. Click "Open" 
k. Click "Apply" 
l. Click "Ok"
m. Reboot
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
